1.  Budget Status of HOA (Ron Eardley) 

   a. Discussion – Ron Eardley said budget is tight. Unpaid HOA dues amount to about $3,000. Robert Sweet has been paid $2500 for the 20 years plan that will begin in 2017. Brad, the maintenance man, has been paid.
   b. Action – Ron is in the process to recoup delinquent annual dues from residents.
2. 20 year Greenbelt Plan: Blackberry/ivy control, cut fallen trees for decay, safety, thinning for underneath growth. Cost:$2,500; UP Cutting Permit $1,425 (Joel Postma)
   a. Discussion- Robert Sweet has approved about 25 trees to be removed as part of the  20 year plan to enhance the health of the greenbelt.   These trees include those that have been requested to be removed by Kendall/neighbors and Postma/Johnson.  Estimated cost for this cutting is $3,000.
